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In dealing with urban stock, it is not only about the preservation of the past and a
sustainable approach to the architectural heritage, but also about the
transformation of an existing identity and charisma, to a new place that serves as
an inspiration and source of energy for people and adapts to current and future
living conditions. These architectures and urban spaces assume an overarching
responsibility and function, influencing their immediate surroundings through
extraordinary impulses. Based on implemented examples and potential urban
spaces in Paris, the in-depth study will be able to address this issue, analyze it and
discuss it with experienced offices on site during a field trip to Paris. Which
outstanding places are suitable for this and why? With which characteristics do
they bring about new qualities - stage and inspire their surroundings in equal
measure? What principles have been followed and have proven successful? With
what little effort can such projects be realized? At the end, a catalog of
application systematics will document the deepening and serve as a guideline for
the elaboration.
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
