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HEIDELBERG! A graphic travelogue.

The studio focuses on the analysis of the independent city of Heidelberg, located in
the Baden-Wurttemberg state, to understand its relevance within the typology of
contemporary College Towns. The students will be asked to investigate the role of
public architecture in the socio-economic development of the city and to intervene
on the existing urban context by designing a series of representative public
buildings on different locations. Topics such as the formal identity and the
monumentality of public buildings will be explored by identifying the relation
between the built form and its thematical meaning.

The study of the geomorphological setting will introduce the students to urban
analysis, allowing them to recognize the specific features of the built environment
and the inherent role of infrastructure. Furthermore, the prolific cultural
background of Heidelberg along with the presence of great academic institutions
and research centers will help to contextualize the design proposals within the
urban morphology and to suggest new interpretations in the proposed context.
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
