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At just under 2,000 years old, Cologne is the oldest of Germany's four cities with
over a million inhabitants and is a built testimony to a long and eventful urban
history. All periods have left their imprint on the city's structure along the river
Rhine. As a result, the city presents itself as a collage of fragments and structural
discontinuities with more homogeneous fields and diverse neighbourhoods and
brownfields. In April, Cologne becomes the setting for an excursion lasting several
days to explore the concept of the inner periphery and to analyse the planning
area. The focus will be on a new residential and living space of the future, housing
models, typologies, living worlds, actors, open spaces and urban mixes in an urban
design. The aim is to develop an in-depth understanding of the city and the
environment, to discover urban contexts while addressing them in the design.

The project is linked to the module ba.m2.3 Urban Design and takes place in a
combination of project work and complementary lectures (toolbox).
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
